• Clearing Debris: Removing fallen trees, branches, and other debris from the trail.  

• Vegetation Management: Controlling the growth of trees, shrubs, and other vegetation that 
could encroach on the trail. (Mowing, Whipper snipping)  

• Drainage Maintenance: Ensuring proper drainage to prevent erosion and water accumulation 
on the trail.  

• Trash Pickup: Removing litter and waste from the trail.  

• Trail Inspections: Regular inspections to identify potential problems and ensure the trail is safe.  

• Repair and Restoration: Addressing damage to the trail caused by weather, erosion, or other 
factors
